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Main takeaways from the discussions with local ombudspersons (local mediators): Local
ombudspersons generally recognised the importance of their mandate in monitoring how EU
funds are spent in the regions of their mandate and that they need to better collaborate with
local actors and ask more questions to determine if a complaint they receive concerns EU
funds. Notably, a real-life example from a previous funding cycle of how EU funds had been
used in a way which infringes upon the rights of people with disabilities in a co-funded EU
project on road reconstruction also emerged.

Recommendations: Local ombudspersons agreed on the following main recommendations:

*

Local ombudspersons need to be included in the network of institutions and organisations
ensuring the effective use of EU funds in line with the Charter and the CRPD;

Further efforts should be made to enhance the capacity of local NGOs, local authorities and
local ombudspersons to implement the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights and the UN CRPD,
including through the creation of a database of reference materials on the application of the
EU Charter of Fundamental Rights and the UN CRPD in public policies, focusing on concrete
examples of their scope and applicable law;

Further training on the functioning of the funds and the application of the two instruments -
the Charter and the CRPD - is needed for both NGOs and public authorities;

The complaints mechanism needs to be better publicised, especially through the
communication component of the European programmes and the available network of district
information centres.
